a) Entering “0” will embed the entire font family within the publication. (recommended)

b) Entering “100” will only embed the fonts characters needed for the publication.

Click the “Export” button. Depending on the quality and file size of your document,

InDesign may take a few minutes to finish exporting to a PDF file.
